Artists are carefully selected from a detailed exhibition proposal and accepted 
into the project providing a suitable  venue is sourced. Businesses are noti�ed 
of their exhibiting artist. Artists are required  to contact the business owner to 
discuss artwork needs. 

Artists are required to pay a fee of $88 inclusive of GST to Hobsons Bay City 
Council that will assist in covering the costs of marketing the project to the 
broader community, through �yers, posters and administration. There is no 
registration fee payable from businesses.

Artists are responsible for the insurance of their artworks. The businesses and 
Hobsons Bay City Council are not liable for theft or damage to artworks, 
during the Art in Public Places timeframe.

The business/gallery/venue will umbrella the artist through their own Public 
Liability Insurance.

Hobsons Bay City Council will manage and �nancially subsidise all costs 
associated with Art in Public Places, excluding any individual launches.
